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Summary. The article examines the grant opportunities of the UN Women's Fund for Peace and Humanitarian
Assistance for women's civil society organizations in Ukraine. The conditions of the current grant competition, which is
aimed at project activities in one of the following “zones of influence”, namely: “humanitarian and crisis response” and
“protection of women and girls”. The article demonstrates that international, national, regional, or local organizations
of women or young women, women's rights organizations, youth rights organizations, feminist organizations, or civil
society organizations with experience working with women, young women, and girls in forced displacement can apply
for grant support in the amount of USD 30,000 to 500,000 to implement humanitarian and crisis response projects, as
well as initiatives to protect women and girls in Ukraine. The advantage of the grant competition is that the grant can be
used to fund project activities that strengthen women's participation and leadership in humanitarian assistance planning
and response to humanitarian situations; aimed at improving the safety, security and mental health of women and girls,
as well as respect for their rights. It is emphasized that all grant-funded project activities must be aimed at achieving the
overall goal of creating peaceful and gender-equal societies; and must be consistent with UN Resolution 1325 on Women,
Peace and Security. The study analyzes the WPHF program documentation, the foundation's requirements for applicants
in the grant competition, and the criteria for evaluating project proposals, and on this basis lists the grantor's priorities and
provides a number of recommendations for those who plan to apply for grant funding. It is summarized that in the future,
the implementation of grant projects can be expected to have the following effects: increased participation and leadership
of women in humanitarian assistance planning and response, as well as increased safety and mental health of women and
girls, and significant tangible realization of their rights.
